This year each Minnesotan will throw away an average of 2,000 pounds 

of trash and recycling at home, work and play. Waste is more than trash – it 

is anything that is no longer needed, including products that are hazardous 

and risky. Taking care of waste is expensive - over $1 billion annually in 

Minnesota – as it requires a complex system designed to reduce risk to 

health and the environment. While this hefty price tag has led to signifi cant 

environmental improvements, there’s much more to be done to save money 

and protect health and the environment. It’s up to us to manage our waste 

properly now, so environmental clean-up costs are not borne by future 

generations. 

Why bother? It is about three E’s

• Environment – Handling trash properly protects Minnesota’s 

 environment, reducing risk to air, land and water, prevents harm to 

 wildlife, and reduces greenhouse gas emissions.

• Energy – Recycling, composting and waste-to-energy reduce the use 

 of fossil fuels and save energy.  For example, residents in Ramsey and 

 Washington Counties recycled 70,000 tons through curbside programs

 in 2008, saving the energy equivalent of 20 million gallons of gasoline!

• Economy -- Recycling helps the Minnesota economy, with recycling 

 industries employing over 19,000 people and generating over $3.48 billion 

 in gross economic activity. 

Every day we make choices in what we buy and discard things we no longer 

need. This guide will help you take some steps to save money, protect 

health, and help the environment.

Follow these guidelines to prevent harm to you or

> Never mix chemicals.

> Keep products in their original container.

> Make sure product containers are tightly sealed 

 and clearly labeled. 

> Transport items in a bag, box or tote in the rear 

 of your vehicle. Place bottles and cans upright 

 in a single layer.

Change Your Own Oil?

Use a funnel when changing fl uids. Even small 

spills onto your driveway or the street can be bad 

for the environment. 

Ramsey County accepts used oil and fi lters for 

recycling at its collection sites. You can also drop 

them off 24 hours a day at the Arden Hills used 

oil collection shed on Ben Franklin Rd. See

Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) Quarantine

Ramsey County residents cannot transport ash trees, 

including limbs, branches, logs and untreated ash 

lumber with the bark attached, outside of Ramsey 

County. The quarantine also applies to fi rewood of any 

hardwood species. Residents are not allowed to take any 

wood from the Ramsey County yard waste sites.
