X-MAS TREE CARE 
Please use care if you have a real tree during the holidays. If your tree 
sheds pine needles in the hallways when taking it in or out of the 
building, please vacuum up. We recommend using a Xmas tree bag 
while moving your tree in our out. Also, please make sure to use some 
kind of floor cover underneath your tree if you are watering it, so it 
doesn’t leak on the floor below. And, please remember that trees can’t 
go into the trash after the holidays.
